Data Format Editor Instructions

Step 1. Scan the Enter Data Format symbol (page 5-4).

Step 2. Primary/Alternate Format, scan 1 for Primary Format

Step 3. Terminal Type, scan 99 for any terminal type
Step 4. Code I.D., scan 99 for any bar code type

Step 5. Length, scan 9999 for any length bar code.

Step 6. Editor Commands
